Kids as young as 6 months can now get their free COVID vaccine 

Everyone 6 months and older should get vaccinated against COVID. 

COVID vaccines for kids are available at pediatricians’ and other doctors’ offices, community health 

centers, rural health clinics, children’s hospitals, public health clinics, local pharmacies, and other 

community-based organizations.
